Child & Youth Services (CYS)
registration is required to participate in
Summer Camps and can be completed
at CYS Parent Central Services located
at ACS (Bldg. 108), phone +39 0444-71-
5820. A current physical (less than one
year old) dated, stamped and signed

by a physician and parent/guardian is
required.

Youth must have successfully completed
the 6th grade during School Year 2025-
2026 to be eligible for camp.

Camps must have a minimum of 8 youth
enrolled or that camp may be canceled
and youth will be placed in another
available camp.

Switching camps requires parent and YP
management approval.

A signed permission slip is required for
ALL field trips and may be required for
some specialty activities as well. Parents
will receive permission slips in advance
prior to any activity requiring them.
